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TOOLS FORWARFARE * Mark Bubeck

A number of years ago, a friend of mine presented me with an unexpected gift which has proven to be one of the
most helpful gifts I've ever received. This man brought me a large carpenter’s tool box jammed full of wrenches,
hammers, saws, screwdrivers, nails, screws, and many other things that go with such a box. One might wonder
why a pastor would treasure such a gift. It is a gift that has never ceased to be a treasure to me because | like to do
things with my hands. There is nothing more frustrating than wanting to do some project around the home and not
having the necessary tools. In my heart, | thank my friend for that gift every time | use it. The tools work for me in
enabling me to get the job done.

We need tools in spiritual warfare as well. It has been the underlying purpose of this book to provide practical, us-
able information and insight into the waging of a winning warfare. The world, the flesh, and the devil will be continu-
ously defeated if we use the weapons of our warfare. The Lord has provided all the tools we need. The Lord Jesus
Christ has provided all of our victory. He used the same tools He has provided us in winning the battle. His victory
is our victory. It remains our responsibility to use these weapons so graciously provided in His grace. Every time
you use them, you’ll thank God for the tools of victory He has provided. Just as | think with fond remembrance of
the man who gave me the tool box when | use my carpenter’s tools, so your heart will reach out in an ever deepen-
ing gratitude to your Lord.

In previous chapters, the importance of doctrinal truth and doctrinal praying was intended to be lifted high.
Doctrine, God’s unchanging truth, is mighty in defeating our enemies. This truth must get deep into our souls. This
can only come about as we gain understanding of the Holy Word of God and then use that Word aggressively in
our lives. With the permission and approval of Dr. Victor Matthews, professor of theology at the Grand Rapids
Baptist Bible College and Seminary, | include here one doctrinal tool that has proved of great benefit to me and to
many others: the “Warfare Prayer”, which he composed.

As a theologian, Dr. Matthews’ unique and thorough way of including sound doctrine in this prayer is most helpful.
| would urge anyone facing obvious spiritual warfare to use this prayer daily. It is good to read it aloud as a prayer
unto the Lord. Eventually one will be able to incorporate the doctrinal truths expressed into his own prayer life
without reading it.

The devil hates this prayer. Usually before working with anyone who has deep demonic affliction, | will request that
we read this prayer in unison. Many times the oppressed one can read only with great difficulty. Sometimes sight
problems, voice problems, or mind confusion become so intense that the afflicted person can continue only with
great effort. It is the truth of God that Satan cannot resist, and he vigorously fights it being applied against him.
Those serious about warfare should daily use a prayer of this type along with other prayer examples shared in this
book.

Warfare Prayer
Heavenly Father, | bow in worship and praise before You. | cover myself with the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ as

my protection during this time of prayer. | surrender myself completely and unreservedly in every area of my life
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to Yourself. | do take a stand against all the workings of Satan that would hinder me in this time of prayer, and |
address myself only to the true and living God and refuse any involvement of Satan in my prayer.

Satan, | command you, in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, to leave my presence with all your demons, and | bring
the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ between us.

Heavenly Father, | worship You, and | give You praise. | recognize that You are worthy to receive all glory and
honor and praise. | renew my allegiance to You and pray that the blessed Holy Spirit would enable me in this time
of prayer. | am thankful, heavenly Father, that You have loved me from past eternity, that You sent the Lord Jesus
Christ into the world to die as my substitute that | would be redeemed. | am thankful that the Lord Jesus Christ
came as my representative, and that through Him You have completely forgiven me; You have given me eternal life;
You have given me the perfect righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ so | am now justified. | am thankful that in
Him You have made me complete, and that You have offered Yourself to me to be my daily help and strength.

Heavenly Father, come and open my eyes that | might see how great You are and how complete Your provision

is for this new day. | do, in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, take my place with Christ in the heavenlies with all
principalities and powers (powers of darkness and wicked spirits) under my feet. | am thankful that the victory the
Lord Jesus Christ won for me on the cross and in His resurrection has been given to me and that | am seated with
the Lord Jesus Christ in the heavenlies; therefore, | declare that all principalities and powers and all wicked spirits
are subject to me in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ.

| am thankful for the armor You have provided, and | put on the girdle of truth, the breastplate of righteousness,
the sandals of peace, the helmet of salvation. | lift up the shield of faith against all the fiery darts of the enemy, and
take in my hand the sword of the spirit, the Word of God, and use Your Word against all the forces of evil in my
life; and | put on this armor and live and pray in complete dependence upon You, blessed Holy Spirit.

| am grateful, heavenly Father, that the Lord Jesus Christ spoiled all principalities and powers and made a show of
them openly and triumphed over them in Himself. | claim all that victory for my life today. | reject out of my life all
the insinuations, the accusations, and the temptations of Satan. | affirm that the Word of God is true, and | choose
to live today in the light of God’s Word. | choose, heavenly Father, to live in obedience to You and in fellowship
with Yourself. Open my eyes and show me the areas of my life that would not please You. Work in my life that
there be no ground to give Satan a foothold against me. Show me any area of weakness. Show me any area of my
life that | must deal with so that | would please You. | do in every way today stand for You and the ministry of the
Holy Spirit in my life.

By faith and in dependence upon You, | put off the old man and stand into all the victory of the crucifixion where
the Lord Jesus Christ provided cleansing from the old nature. | put on the new man and stand into all the victory
of the resurrection and the provision He has made for me there to live above sin. Therefore, in this day, | put off
the old nature with its selfishness, and | put on the new nature with its love. | put off the old nature with its fear
and | put on the new nature with its courage. | put off the old nature with its weakness and | put on the new nature
with its strength. | put off today the old nature with all its deceitful lusts and | put on the new nature with all its
righteousness and purity.

| do in every way stand into the victory of the ascension and the glorification of the Son of God where all principali-
ties and powers were made subject to Him, and | claim my place in Christ victorious with Him over all the enemies
of my soul. Blessed Holy Spirit, | pray that You would fill me. Come into my life, break down every idol and cast out
every foe.
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I am thankful, heavenly Father, for the expression of Your will for my daily life as You have shown me in Your Word.
| therefore claim all the will of God for today. | am thankful that You have blessed me with all spiritual blessings

in heavenly places in Christ Jesus. | am thankful that You have begotten me unto a living hope by the resurrection

of Jesus Christ from the dead. | am thankful that You have made a provision so that today | can live filled with

the Spirit of God with love and joy and self-control in my life. And | recognize that this is Your will for me, and |
therefore reject and resist all the endeavors of Satan and of his demons to rob me of the will of God.

| refuse in this day to believe my feelings, and | hold up the shield of faith against all the accusations and against all
the insinuations that Satan would put in my mind. | claim the fullness of the will of God for today.

| do, in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, completely surrender myself to You, heavenly Father, as a living sacrifice.
| choose not to be conformed to this world. | choose to be transformed by the renewing of my mind, and | pray
that You would show me Your will and enable me to walk in all the fullness of the will of God today.

I am thankful, heavenly Father, that the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the
pulling down of strongholds, to the casting down of imaginations and every high thing that exalted itself against

the knowledge of God, and to bring every thought into obedience to the Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore in my own
life today | tear down the strongholds of Satan, and | smash the plans of Satan that have been formed against me. |
tear down the strongholds of Satan against my mind, and | surrender my mind to You, blessed Holy Spirit. | affirm,
heavenly Father, that You have not given us the spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound mind. | break
and smash the strongholds of Satan formed against my emotions today, and | give my emotions to You. | smash the
strongholds of Satan formed against my will today, and | give my will to You, and choose to make the right decisions
of faith. | smash the strongholds of Satan formed against my body today, and | give my body to You, recognizing that
I am Your temple; and | rejoice in Your mercy and Your goodness.

Heavenly Father, | pray that now through this day You would quicken me; show me the way that Satan is hindering
and tempting and lying and counterfeiting and distorting the truth in my life. Enable me to be the kind of person
that would please You. Enable me to be aggressive in prayer. Enable me to be aggressive mentally and to think Your
thoughts after You, and to give You Your rightful place in my life.

Again, | now cover myself with the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ and pray that You, blessed Holy Spirit, would
bring all the work of the crucifixion, all the work of the resurrection, all the work of the glorification, and all the
work of Pentecost into my life today. | surrender myself to You. | refuse to be discouraged. You are the God of
all hope. You have proven Your power by resurrecting Jesus Christ from the dead, and | claim in every way Your
victory over all satanic forces active in my life, and | reject these forces; and | pray in the name of the Lord Jesus
Christ with thanksgiving. Amen.
